« Awardees will be required to cite the Emory/Georgia TRAC grant number (P30A1168386) in
any presentation made at the Post-TB Symposium.

« Awardees will be required to submit their updated NIH bio sketch and fill out an annual career
survey to track their advancement in the field, as well as serve on the TRAC Developmental
Core mock study section committee or serve as a TRAC Pilot Grant Reviewer in year
following the award.
